Over the past month the spot-
light has been on the 
Binevenagh AONB, develop-
ing both the Management 
Plan and Action Plan. Fol-
lowing a very productive 
meeting of the Binevenagh 
Management Forum in De-
cember, which looked at the 
objectives of the Manage-
ment Plan and how to trans-
late them into actions, we 
were able to pull together the 
first draft of the 5 year Action 
Plan and further refine the 
Management Plan. 
Both documents were circu-
lated for comment in early 
January and a series of 

meetings were con-
ducted to gather 
feedback, culminat-
ing in three work-
shops, held in Janu-
ary to develop the 
Action Plan. The 
three workshops, 
spread over 2 days, 
focused on the core 

themes; Land and Sea, His-
toric Environment, and Sus-
tainable Communities. 
These workshops were held 
in Castlerock Golf Club, 
which was an excellent 
venue and provided the in-
spiration as to why we were 
all there, with spectacular 
views over the dunes and 
out to sea! 
The workshops 
were very well at-
tended by a wide 
range of organisa-
tions and interested 
parties with a few 
dedicated individu-
als coming to all 
three.
