(CCGHT) and was supported by the Heritage Lottery Fund.  Paul 
Mullan, Head of Heritage Lottery Fund Northern Ireland; Patrick 
Lennon from Tourism Ireland and Dr David Erwin, Chairman of 
the Causeway Coast & Glens Heritage Trust spoke to an audi-
ence of more than one hundred at the recently constructed vil-
lage hall which has breathtaking views of Runkerry and the At-
lantic. The event incorporated various activities including a

We hosted a great launch at Port-
ballintrae Village Hall with the Min-
ister of Environment in attendance.  
 
However, we were very disap-
pointed not being successful with 
our HLF Landscape Partnership 
Scheme project �± the Heart of the 
Glens. We have been positively en-
couraged to submit a revised 
scheme again, and we will.  We 
had a good project that certainly 
engaged local people with their en-
vironment. The support locally was 
brilliant and this was noted in the 
feedback we received from HLF.   
The good news here that Northern 
Ireland was successful with two 
projects; one in the Mournes and 
the other in the Belfast Hills.  
 
I think this demonstrates the fierce 
competition that we now face try-
ing to support our core activities 
through project work. However, 
over the past 6 months we have 
shifted our focus to project devel-
opment, especially through the 
AONB management plans. We
